That victim cult ended with the state-initiated murder of 
one million Rwandans, mostly Tutsi.    

•	 Yasser Arafat spent a lifetime viewing himself and all Palestinians only as victims. Thus, 
when offered a peace deal with Israel, Arafat cratered it. 

In this wide-ranging look at why societies fail or succeed, The Victim Cult takes us through 
fair and fake claims. Beyond true victims, it also explains why victim cults arise: Missed 
historical lessons, faulty moral reasoning, and misguided identity politics.
